Romans 6:1-14

Big Idea: Our union with Christ means that we died to sin with
Christ and we are raised to live in a brand new way with
Christ. Sin no longer has power over us.

Our union with Christ means that we died to sin’s power

and penalty.

Our union with Christ means that we were raised to live in

a brand-new way.

no longer live for themselves but for him who for their
sake died and was raised.” 2 Corinthians 5:14-15

2 Corinthians 5:17

not serve our sin.
